NAMING THE STATE UNIVERSITY OF NEW YORK PLAZA THE H. CARL MCCALL
SUNY BUILDING

WHEREAS, the importance of public service and public duty, are at the heart of the qualities
we cherish in all citizens of the S;ate of New York, and are at the heart of the definition of what we
expect from a civically virtuous citizen;

WHEREAS, H. Carl McCall has:had a career unmatched in its unwavering dedication to the
people of this State for over fifty years, including his terms as a State Senator, his service as an
Ambassador to the United Nations, his work as a Comumissioner of the Port Authority of New York
and New Jersey, his time as the New York State Commissioner of Human Bights, his service as the
New York State Comptroller, and his consistent dedication to the education of our State’s youth, both
as the President of the New York City Board of Education and as the Chairman of the Trustees of the
State University of New York;
